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Playing Area considerations

The playing area of the court must conform to WAA rules.  It is preferable to have the maximum playing area available.

The playing area of the court should be tiled, or an equivalent speed synthetic surface can be used.

A bare concrete playing surface is not acceptable.

All pool line marking must be of a permanent nature.

Pool clarity must be able to be maintained for the entire tournament.  Extra cleaning at night may be required.

The playing area must be free of any obstructions i.e. protruding ladders and protruding vents.

A lane with a width of between 1.5 and 2 meters must run for the entire length of the court on one side.  To give the coaches and filming personnel, in water clear viewing access to the court.  This is usually achieved with the use of a lane rope on the surface.  Spectators must not encroach this area.

For a world championship the court must have walls on all sides as per the CMAS rules.

The out of water referee must have an unobstructed walking area for the entire length of the court on the same side as the scorer/timekeeper.

Interchange areas for the teams should not be higher than 300 mm above the surface of the water.  Consideration should be given to making these areas a non-slip surface.

Under water sound systems should be placed as not to interfere with the competitors. 

Six chairs, 3 per team should be used in the penalty areas.

It is preferable to give spectators access to in water viewing of the games, especially in finals rounds.
