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Important information on pucks

As per WAA Underwater Hockey internal regulations, Pucks must be sent to competing nations teams immediately after their registration fees have been received.

Pucks must conform to the WAA rules and be approved by the tournament director prior to distribution.

One Puck must be made available to each competing team.  Upon receipt of registration.

Consideration should be given to the sale of Pucks at the world championships, 50 would be a minimum.

Countries hosting the world championships may design and use their own Pucks in accordance with WAA rules, and approval of the WAA Tournament Director.

A tournament organizer should allow 3 pucks per court per day.

Game pucks, should not be used by teams for warm up purposes.

The game chief referee must have quick access to replacement pucks during a game.

Pucks used for the tournament should be of the same type and colour for the entire tournament.
