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Tournament Deadlines For Participating Countries

It should be noted by the Tournament organisers that some teams will not fore fill their obligations, to pay registration fees, send requested photos and other required information on time.

To alleviate this problem tournament organisers must adhere to the deadlines that have been set.  To be fair to other countries and to achieve the desired result in relation to deadlines, organisers must supply all information in the three official WAA languages, French, English and Spanish.

If the above is done organisers must not accept late entries.

Countries that miss the deadline and are refused entry can appeal to the Tournament Director for inclusion.  This should be pointed out by the tournament organisers, to the country or countries involved, upon receiving late entry fees.

This appeal outcome shall be determined between the tournament organisers and the Tournament Director, with the tournament director giving official notification.

Photo ID should be considered for security passes and official programs.

If photos are not forthcoming by the deadline, the teams that have not supplied photos should be charged an appropriate fee for security ID processing at the tournament.  Photos for the program should be deleted for the countries that have not met the deadline.

It should be noted by the tournament organisers that all official or unofficial complaints received in relation to any matters, must be forwarded immediately to the World Tournament Director for action.

The Tournament Director must be advised of deadlines, two weeks prior by email.  He will ensure that countries meet the deadlines set by organisers
